Turn left at the end of the ramp onto Taylor St. Take 
your first left onto Porter Rd. and follow it to the end. At 
the end of Porter Rd., turn left onto Whitcomb Ave. 
(Whitcomb Ave. becomes Littleton County Road). After 
1.3 miles, look for a driveway on the left side (small 
sign, dirt road, easy to miss). Gate should be open on 
match day. If you reach Old Schoolhouse Rd. or Cleaves 
Hill Rd., you've gone too far.

Additional 20 shots prone added 
to prone scores from match 1. 60 shot aggregate.
Fired immediately after match 1.

Sights: Juniors Metallic sight only, Open shooters any sight 
allowed. 

Coaching: Coaching will not be permitted on the firing line. 
Competitors must leave line to talk to coach.
