Open to NRA members or juniors of a NRA affiliated club. Competitors without a conventional
prone classification card will fire in the master class. Any rifle, Rule 3.2.

Entries will be taken in the order that the emails
are sent. Within 2 weeks, please send your registration form and fees of $160 to Erin Gestl, 213

Cancellations after June 1, 2013 will be nonrefundable.

Official entries are made when check and entry form are received. All entries must be
received by June 1 in order to receive a confirmation card. Firing points will be determined by
random drawing after all entries are received. Competitors’ firing points will be moved every
day. Relays will be reversed every day. If there are more than 20 competitors in one class that
class may need to be separated onto both relays.

Awards will be cash, or merchandise. 65% of match fees will be returned as awards plus
donations in matches 1-24 (Match 23 — NRA certificates for Camp Perry). Awards for
lettered matches (A-G) will be in the form of certificates or donated merchandise. An open
winner will be awarded in each match. When there are less than 5 shooters in a class, they may
be combined with the next higher class. Classes will be subdivided into 2 categories, civilian
and service, if there are sufficient entries, Rule 2.2. No categories for open awards. Scope class
is available for shooters age 55 and over, any age for a shooter with a visual disability. Match
results will be available at the awards ceremony immediately following the matches.

From West: Take 322E until you reach
Hershey, but do not get off at the Hershey Medical Center exit, keep going straight and 422E will begin.
Follow 422E into Palmyra. After you pass Railroad St., turn left at the second light onto Forge Rd. See
the directions below.
