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2016 BLUEGRASS REGIONAL 
LOUISVILLE RIFLE AND REVOLVER CLUB 
May 21-22 2016 

 
 
Louisville KY hosted two NRA events on the weekend of May 21st 2016.  First 
and foremost was the Kentucky Bluegrass Regional Smallbore Prone 
Championship.  The NRA also hosted their annual meetings and convention.   
 
Thirty competitors attended the 2 day event from AL, GA, IL, KY, LA, MI, OH, 
and TN.   
The 3200 match consists of 160 shot for record each day.  The first day is 
contested with iron sights and the second with any sights.  The course of fire each 
day was 40 shots at 50 yards, 40 shot Dewar match (20@50 yards and 20@100 
yards), 40 shots at 100 yards and finally 40 shots at 50 meters. 
 
Dreary overcast sky with temperature in the low to mid 50’s with occasional 
drizzle made for consistent but dim targets for all of the first day’s match.  Wind 
was hardly a factor for most of the day. 
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MATCH 1 50 YARDS:  Mark Del Cotto was the winner of the first match of the 
day with a 400-38x.  1st Master was Howard Pitts 400-35x, followed by Jim 
Miller’s 400-33x.  Chris Rayketa was the high expert with 400-36x followed by 
Brian Hunter with a 399-3x1.  The combined Sharpshooter/Marksman class was 
taken by Tom Alves with 395-22x. 
 
MATCH 2 DEWAR:  Jim Miller won the Dewar match shooting 400-33x.  Don 
Tate was 1st Master with 399-35x followed by Mark Del Cotto 399-33x.  Doug 
McNash cleaned the match to win the expert class with a 400-31x.  2nd Expert was 
Jack Bockman with 398-25.  Tom Alves was the Sharpshooter/Marksman winner 
with 392-19x. 
 
MATCH 3 100 YARDS:  The 100 yard line was conquered by Mark Del Cotto 
shooting the only 400 on the line with 28 x’s.  1st Master was Howard Pitt 399-
25x then Don Tate with an identical score of 399-25x.  The expert class winner 
was Dan Stone with 398-19x, followed by Doug McNash with 397-21x.  Tom 
Alves stayed atop the Sharpshooter/Marksman class with 396-16x-17x. 
 
MATCH 4 50 METERS:  Targets were moved back to a true 50 meter line 
where Jimmy Fordham was the match winner with 400-32x.  1st Master was Ted 
Carr with 400-28x followed by Mark Del Cotto’s 399-33x.  High Expert was Dan 
Stone 398-23x followed by Doug McNash’s 387-26x.  Tom Alves was the 
Sharpshooter/Marksman winner with 390-17x 
 
MATCH 5  1ST DAILY AGGREGATE:  At end of the first day Mark Del Cotto 
was atop the leader board dropping only 2 point to finish with 1598-132x.  Jim 
Miller was the 1st Master with 1596-124x, followed closely by Howard Pitts’ 
1596-121x.  The Expert Class was taken by Doug McNash’s 1592-100x followed 
by Brian Hunter with 1590-89x.  Tom Alves was Sharpshooter/Marksman Winner 
1573-74x.  Four scope only shooters were competing in the match and Gerald 
Bersaglia topped them all with a 1587-95x. 
 
Day 2 brought a cloudless day with temperature risings into the 70’s before match 
end.  Switching winds from 3 and 9 o’clock kept all the competitors on there toes 
as one could see 2 different mirage directions in front of the target, wind flags that 
weren’t exactly honest, and  cotton wood trees spewing fortth air born seeds that 
gave the line another indicator to pin false wind direction on. 
 
MATCH 6 50 YARDS:  Mark Del Cotto matched the previous day’s score of 
400-38x to creedmore Creedmore’s Jimmy Fordham 400-38x to take the 50 yard 
win.  2nd Master was Howard Pitts 400-37.  The Expert class was taken by Doug 
McNash with a 2x lead over Brian Hunter with 400-34x.  Junior shooter Dylan 
Tate captured the Sharpshooter Marskman class with a clean 400-33x.    
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MATCH 7 DEWAR:  Jim Miller used his rare aluminum Mitchell scope to win 
the Dewar match with 400-32x.  Mike Carter was 1st Master with an identical 
400-32.  2nd Master was Mark Del Cotto 1x back with 400-31x.  The Expert class 
was taken by Chris Rakyta with a 400-31x.  2nd Expert was Doug McNash with 
399-30x.  Dylan Tate took the Sharpshooter/Marksman class with 396-22x.   
 
MATCH 8 100 YARDS:  Howard Pitts mastered the 100 yard line with 400-31x 
followed by Christopher Beal 400-30x.  Carl Joos 400-27x was 2nd Master and  
broke away from his booth at the NRA show to come shoot scope with us.  1st 
Expert was Doug McNash with 398-26x with 2nd Expert going to Gerald 
Bersaglia’s 398-24x.  Tom Alves showed the Junior how to do it at the longer 
distance and took the Sharphooter/Marksman class with 396-118x.   
 
MATCH 9 50 METERS:  The last match of the day was the toughest for the 
field with wind switches coming very fast.  Mark Del Cotto has no problems with 
it and was the only 400 in the field with 34x.  1st Master with a better X count by 
down by a point was Don Tate 399-35x.  2nd Master was Christopher Beal with 
399-32x.  The Expert class was again taken by Doug McNash’s 398-32x followed 
by Dan Stone’s 398-26x.  Tom Alves again took the Sharpshooter/Marksman 
class with 394-24x. 
 
MATCH 10 ANY SIGHT AGGREGATE: The Winner of day 2 was Mark Del 
Cotto with a 1599-133x.  1st Master was Howard Pitts 1599-128x, with 2nd Master 
going to Christopher Beal with 1598-128x.  The Expert was Doug McNash with 
1595-124x followed by Chuck Roubel with 1593-96x.  Dylan Tate won the 
Sharpshooter/Marksman class with 1584-93x.   
 
MATCH 11 GRAND AGGREGATE:  The match winner and regional Gold 
Medalist was Mark Del Cotto with 3197-265x.  The 1st Master and regional 
Silver Medalist was Howard Pitts with 3195-249x.  The 2nd Master and regional 
Silver Medalist was Jim Miller with 3192-237x.   
Expert class winner was Doug McNash with 3187-224x.  2nd Expert was Brian 
Hunter with 3181-201x.  
The Sharpshooter/Marksman class was won by Tom Alves with 3157-163x.
